•	 Register your device if possible

•	 Keep a detailed description of your 	
	 phone that includes serial number,

•	 Password protect your phone

At the station...

•	 Don’t lend your phone to strangers

•	 Don’t play devices too loudly

•	 Don’t use your phone near train 
	 doors while boarding trains

•	 Don’t use the phone while leaving 
	 the station

•	 Warn your travel companions to 
	 protect their phones too

•	 Make phone calls discretely to avoid 
	 the attention of would-be thieves
