Francisco was constructed in 1968, with an outer steel shell. An Impressed current
cathodic protection (ICCP) System is in place to protect the outer steel shell from
corrosion. A total of 11 reference cells and 3 Corrosometers have been recently installed.
The purpose of this project is to perform a detailed evaluation of the CP System to
determine whether the structure is adequately protected in accordance with the NACE
Criteria SP0169, and what would be the required measures in order to adequately protect
it.
