Citizen’s Review Board

Receiving complaints, reviewing investigative reports and making recommendations for
corrective action.

The Independent Auditor has received a number of complaints and appeals, which are being
investigated. At the end of the year the OIPA had 13 open cases to be investigated and then
presented to the CRB.

During the regular meeting in December, the CRB met in closed session to review the
investigation of complaint #13-89 that had been completed by the Office of the Independent

Auditor. After hearing a presentation by Investigator Bloom, the CRB voted to accept the
OIPA’s findings and recommendations.

Recommendations on Procedures, Practices and Training

In October and again in December the CRB discussed a proposed new general order on police
interaction with transgender individuals. Several drafts of the order completed by Investigator
Bloom and another submitted by the Police Manager’s Association have been reviewed by the
CRB. A sub-committee is continuing to work with the OIPA and the Department on the
proposal.

Starting in October, the CRB has been considering a proposal by Mr. Mensinger to develop an
educational brochure for youth on their rights and obligations when interacting with law
enforcement officers.

In November Chief Rainey discussed a proposed policy on the use of The Wrap restraint device.
